Athletic Eligibility

To be eligible for athletics at Port Angeles High School a student must:

Athletics and Activities /Academic Eligibility

1. Students attending Port Angeles High School are required to maintain passing grades (no F's) in all classes in
which they are enrolled (a minimum ®tlasses for seniors who are on track to graduate and prigcipal
approval) in order to remain eligible for competitions or performances. Grades will be checked a minimum of

For students entering a college or university Summer or Fall 2012

College Academic Distribution Requirement (CADR) Coursework
Students are encoursged to take 3 minimum of three credits of CADR courses each yesr of high school, including senior year.

Students who take college-level plete § quarter credits or 3 semester credits will have eamed the equivalent of one CADR credit. In addition, pre-college courses in English and math may be

equivalent to CADR courses, provided lheyI are deslgned to mest the same leaming cutcomes as the high school courses far which they substitute.

Students may meet high school reguirements with courses taken in middle school, provided the courses are part of a sequence which is successfully continued in high school, or the courses are included on the high
school transcript as high school-level courses.

Previous mimir collage samissic tandsrds used the famm “year’ fo designsfe completion of what is now refemred fo 55 ‘one credit’ of high schoof coursework. The use of oredit’ recognizes that school disfricts

English — 4 eredits incleding 3 credits of college preparatory composition or literature. One credit may be satisfied by courses in drama as liferature, public speaking, debate, journalistic writing, business English,
English as a Second Language, or Learning Support English. Passing the state mandated high school in Reading is egqui 1o earning the first 2 CADR credits of high school English.

Mathematics — 3 credits: Algebra |, geometry, and Algebra Il (intermediate algebra), or Integrated Math I, 1l, and lll. Passing the stats mandated high school assessment in math is equivalent to eaming the first 2
CADR credits of high school math (Algebra | & Geometry or Integrated Math | and 1)
Nore: Successful completion of math through pre-calculus meets the requirement for 3 credits of math and the senior-yesr math requirement (befow).

Senior Year Math-Based Quantitative Course: During the senior year of high school, students must earn a credit in a math-based quantitative course. This requirement may be met through enrcliment in one of the

three required math courses listed above; or by completing a math-based guantitstive course like statisties, applied math, or appropriate career and technical courses; or by completing an algebra-based science course

taken during the senior year that would satisfy this requirement and part of the sciznce requirement below.
Note: The senior-year math requirement does not mean a 4ith credif of math is required, mor does it require a higher level of math, fhe infent is for seniors to fake mesningful math.
Exceprion: Complefion of higher-fevel math prior to the senior year exempts students from the dor-y qu itative course requi fe.g., pre-calculus, math analysis, or calculus).

Science — 2 credits of laboratory science are required for admission to public bact beginning in the summer of 2010. One credit must be in an slgebra-based science course as determined by the
school district. One credit must be in biology, chemistry. or physics (this course may also meet the algebra-based requirement). Principles of technolegy courses taught in Washington High Schools may satisfy the
Isboratory science requirement.

Nore: Wesfern Washingfon University specifies thaf one credit must be an sigebrs-based chemistny or physics course

World Languages — 2 credits must be earned in the same Woarld Language, Mative American language, or American Sign Language. Schools may award credit based on a district approved competency assessment
consistent with the State Beard of Education policy and American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Langeages (ACTFL) Proficiency Guidelines.

Nore: A World Langusge course tsken in midale schoo! may satisfi one credif of the requirement if the second yesr level course is completed in high school grades 5-12.

Social Science - 3 credits of history or other social science (2.0, anthropalegy. contemparary world prablems, economics, geography, government, politizal sciznce, peychology)

Arts — 1 credit of fine, visual, or performing arts - or 1 additional credit in other CADR scademic subject aress as defined above. Acceptable coursework in the fine, visusl, or performing arts includes art appreciation,
band. ceramics, choir. dance, dramatics performance and preduction, drawing, fiber arts, graphic arts, metal design, music appreciation, music theory, erchestra, painting. photography. print making. or sculpture.

Nore: The Universily of Washington snd Westem Washington University specify one-half credif in fine, visusl, or performing arts. The other half may be in the arts or an academic elective.

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College admission requirements set by the
HECB

The Higher Education Coordinating Board (HECE)
has responsibility to “Establish minimum admission
standards for four-year institutions, including a
requirement that coursework in American sign
language or an American Indian language shall
safisfy any requirement for instruction in a language
ofher than English that the Board or the institutions
may establish as a general undergraduate
admissions requirement” (RCW 27B.600.160).

The HECB and the State Board of Education met in
2010 and adopted changes to their respective
requirements that will foster alignment between high
school graduation requirements and fouryear public
college admission requirements.

College Academic Disfribution Reguirements
(CADRs) refer to college admissions criteria
established by the

HECB. The term differs from high school graduation
requirements that are determined by the State Board
of Education and local school districts. Courses
meeting CADR are determined by the school district
and noted on the transcript with the “B” designation.

Students who plan to attend a four-year college or
university should be aware of both sets of
requirements.

Freshmen Admission Policy

This averview of freshmen admission requirements
applies to all applicants to the public four-year
colleges who enter directly from high school and/or
students who enter college with fewer than 40
credits of college-level coursework or equivalent.

Running Start and other dual-credit eaming
students, including those who have earned more
than 40 quarter hours of college-level credit, who
enter a public baccalaureate institution directly from
high school, must meet minimum college admission
standards:

Notes on CADR and Admission Standards
CADR reflact the minimum number of credits
required in six subject areas that students must
earn to be eligible for routine admission

consideration by four-year public baccalaureate
institutions.

eeting the minimum college admission standards
does not guarantee admission to a public
baccalaureate institution.

Therefore, students are encouraged to go beyond
meeting minimum college admission standards to
improve their chances for gaining entry to a public
baccalaureate institution. Students should obtain
admission information from the institution they wish
to attend.

Comprehensive Review of Applications for
Admission

Currently, each of the public baccalaureate
institutions employs a comprehensive or holistic
review process for at least a portion of their
applicants. Holistic review is an additional means of
ensuring student access. In cases where students
do not meet the minimum college admission
standards, the policy provides for alternative
admission policies which may be more appropriate
for certain students. Each student is encouraged fo
contact the admissions office of the institution they
wish to attend if they have questions.

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What is Running Start?

The Running Start Program enables eligible high school students who seek expanded educational challenges to
enroll simultaneously in high school and college classes, or solely in college classes, for the purpose of earning
credit to be awarded by both thiigh school district and Peninsula College. It offers junior and senior high
school students the opportunitfor high school and Peninsula College credit.

As a Running Start student, you magmbinecollege and high school courses by taking from oeditcto 10 or
more credits (fultime) at the college. It is possible for you to complete an Associate of Arts degiEsciate
of Science degrétvo years of undergraduate college education) and a high school diploma at the same time.

High school rquirements are established by the local high school districts. College courses that meet high school
requirements for graduation are established by the high school in conjunction with Peninsula College. The high
schooldistrict pays for the college tuitiowith a basic allotment from thet&8e of Washington, but you must pay

all other expenses, including books, supplies, and transportation.

College credits are transferable tdleges and universities in théafe of Washington, according to the
guidelines established by individual institutions. Transfer credit mayweahen applying to oubf-state
colleges and universities.

World Language may be takearlier than grade 11 for both college admissions and academic honors, and often is
started in either grade 9 or 10 so more than 2 years can be taken. In order to satisfy both requirements for four
year college entrance and academic honors, the Worlguzaye must be two years of the same language and the
years must be taken consecutively.

Current state graduation requirements for math require graduates to complete a minimum of 3 credits of
math. Algebra 1, geometry atdbebra 2 Trig are required(In some cases, Algebrd Prig may be substituted
for a career level math coursgee your counselor.)

Those students seeking a PAHS diploma and immediate entry into the work force should consider taking
advanced Career and Technol&gucation courses. Fine Arts include all art and music courses.



Honors Programs

The honors programs are an opportunity for students to take advance classes on the campus at Port Angeles High
School. The objective in granting honors and awards to students is to stimulate a desire for excellence in school
work.

Academic Honors

Port Angeles High School Academic Honors program is designed to motivate in the highest number of students a
desire for intellectual excellence, for participation in rigorous courses of study, and for high levels of academic
achievement through colleggeparabr y pr ograms of | earning arranged t
interests.

Academic Honors will be granted to graduating seniors who have met all of the following five (5) criteria and met
timelines set forth for submission and subsequent revigvapplications:

A. Earnedat least tweny-four (24) credits with a minimum overall 3.5 grade point average;

B. Earned at least twelve (12) of twerfiyur (24) credits on the Port Angeles High School campus;
Twelve (12) credits must come from designatedrses in the five (5) basic academic fields of
English, mathematics, science, social science and world language, with a minimum of two (2)
credits coming from each field. A minimum of eight (8) credits from designated courses must be
taken during the juior and senior year; and

C. Met gandards on all areas (e.g reading, writing, math, science) of the current state exam
required for his/her graduating class; and

D. Met the published entranceequirements of a Washington State public university or fpear
(4) college as of May 1 of the year of his/her graduation from the high school.

A student who transfers to Port Angeles High School from a school not governed by the district
mustmeet the above criteria, with the following modifications:

1. In addition tohaving maintained an overalb3jrade point average in his/h@iorenrollment, a
transfer student must maintain a 3.5 grade point avedagadis/her enrollment on the campus;
and

2. A transfer student must earn at least half of his/her credits oRdineAngeles High School campus.

3. Exceptions may be made at the discretion of the building principal.

Department Honors

Selection of department honors will l®msed upon completion of first semester senior year grades. Once
department honors are announgeatie candidates must complete their second semetdsses with the same
guality established throughout their high school transcript.

Seniors wanting department honors must fill out an application available in the Guidance Center. Due dates vary
for eah department and applications are turned in to dppropriateDepartment Chairperson with a transcript.

Art Honors

Students receiving art honors at graduation must have completed the following:

Any graduating senior from PAHEat has earned 4 credits or more from PAHS Trade and Industry program of
study (or have taken all the classes available in the program ofgtudith a combined GPA (includes all T & |
classes taken) of 3.3 or higher will be eligible to receive T & | honors at graduation. The student will also need to
compete at a regional level or higher in @aicular activity that aligns with their T & tlass, and in agreement

with their teacher. Some examples are Cyber Patriots, Skills USA, etc. The student needs to fill out the
application, which is available in guidanaefrom their T & | teacher and give it to the department head by the
Wednesday bire spring break of the year they are graduating. Applicatiftes that date will be ineligible

Scholarships

Financial assistance for college comes primarily from four sources; the colleges themsdbaeyalhend state
governmers, nationalscholarshipsaand regional scholarships. The Port Angelesmanity has one of the most
successful local scholarship programs in tlaion, awarding about 0000 a year to graduates. There are
scholarships for studestplanning to attend technical colleges, vocational institutes, community colleges, and
four-year colleges. Students apply for these funds by completing a scholarship notebook dursenibeyear.
Detailed information about the notebook is providedseniors in monthly meetings beginning in early October.

Each local scholarship has its own set of judges. Most of the award winners are selected by the organizations
sponsoring the scholarship; a few scholarshaps decided by a committee made up of staff and community
members.

Several courses the Business & Marketing Department offers will provide students the opportunity to earn an industry
certification validating the skills ashknowledge they have obtained. DigiToolscisoft Office Essentials, Microsoft Office
Expert, Microsoft Multimedia, and Desktop Publishing courses provide the opportunity for industry certification exams
through the Microsoft Imagine (formerly IT) Acaady. Marketing students can earn an Individual School Based Enterprise
Certification through their participation in DECA

The Business and Marketing Department offers four programs in which a student may specialize. A student may receive a
0Cert iff iCoantpeetoencyd in addition to the regular high schoc
areas with an average GPA of 3.0 in each certificated area.

N aval Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps
(NJROTC)
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The program emphasizes responsible citizenship and leadership development. The program is designed around a military
theme for instruction and motivation, but NJROTC cadets do not incur any military obligation. The Naval Science
curriculum covers navalistory, oceanography, meteorology, astronomy, navigation, naval operations, and seamanship. A
typical week consists of two days of classroom work, a day of formal uniform inspection and militaryashatiegp days of
physical training or drill. Classstruction is augmented by community service, drill team competition, color guard,

academic team competition, and air rifle team matches. Cadets competing on these teams are eligible for school varsity
letters. The color guard covers the school for haperting events, assemblies, and special events. The unit has a good
relationship with the local Coast Guard and various commands at Naval Air Station Whidbey I$lamdadets have the
opportunity to visitnaval installations, go onboard naval shipd anbmarines, and fly in naval aircraft. Several field trips
